


About Pride Edmonton

The Edmonton Pride Week Society (EPWS) is a
volunteer, community based, non-profit organization
that spearheads the celebration of Pride Week in the
Capital Region each year. The society’s mission is to
celebrate and bring together the Gay, Lesbian,
Bisexual and Transgender community, their family,
friends, co-workers, supporters, the business
community and the community at large in a spirit of
camaraderie, honor, pride and respect. And of course
for some fun!!

Edmonton’s first Pride Week celebration took place in
1980, and has grown from a small celebration of 75
people that enjoyed a baseball game and campfire,
and has evolved over the years. Events added in the
past 26 years have included rallies and fairs, poetry
readings, art shows, picnics, croquet tournaments, and
the parade. The EPWS was formed in 1999 in order
to have an official non-profit organization that
manages the organizing and execution of Pride Week.
All directors are volunteers, and voted onto the board.

In 2007, there were 21 events that took place over
the week, with thousands enjoying the festivities...
almost doubled from 11 events in 2006!

Given Pride Week has grown each year, and that the
EPWS strives to meet the needs and requests of the
Community, the EPWS brought on a Coordinator in
2006, and she has assisted them in organizing and
managing Pride Week and its growth.

In future years, the Society anticipates Pride Week to
continue to develop as a stronger and more dynamic
celebration in the years ahead!



Edmonton Pride Week Events

The following chart outlines the events and activities that took place over Pride Week in 2007. Most
events were organized and hosted by the sponsor of the event, and the EPWS organized the Pride
Awards, the parade, the Celebration on Churchill Square, the Film Festival and the Pride Dance.

The Pride Festival is more than just a party, it's an event that our community cares deeply about and
embraces as a vital celebration of our lives and history.
